Budget Update:


 
 Our budget is good.  God is providing all our needs.   Right now, LifeNet Church is not carrying the financial obligations from the tithe and offerings.  We are still small and teaching the people to tithe, but this means that my budget supplements the budget of the church.  The church pays for its monthly obligations (the rent, printing, etc.), but it is not capable of paying for the more expensive items (musical equipment, printing and distribution of the flyer that we will send in January and our discipleship material and printing is quite expensive).  Our discipleship material is crucial to what and how we desire to develop healthy reproducible disciples here.  These expenses come out of our budget, but the Lord is meeting those needs and we thank you for your financial faithfulness.   In September and October, I will be following up with many of our financial partners and possible new financial partners to insure that we are well equipped for 2012.  Please keep this in your prayers.

Watch it with other Believers and ask the question, “How can we touch people in such a way that it will transform their lives for eternity?”  Learn the secrets of Jonathan Sperry.













Ministry Updates:
1. Our ministry here is going great. We are seeing young people saved, Believers discipled        
and 5 baptisms so far.  We still have three more people who need to get baptized.  Starting in early September, we will start a leadership group to prepare our young church with effective, reproducible leaders.   We have seen 28 people come to know Jesus as Savior since we have arrived here in Belize.
2. I ministered in San Ignacio on July 17th, our sister church called Arms of Love.  Great time 
	of challenging the body of Christ to dig into the Word and become self-feeders (that is
	– reading the Word and growing in their daily devotions)
3. We are in the process of expanding our worship team, from a solo guitarist, to multiple 
	musicians and singers.  
4. Our Net Group is going great.  The discussions are going deeper and dealing with the core 
	obstacles that hinder their maturity in the Lord.  In September, we will start a 2nd Net 
	Group, but it will focus purely on equipping new leaders to eventually lead their own Net 
	Group.  Net Groups are our small groups that meet in homes to reach the community 
	and build reproducible disciples.
5. We are continuing to reach out to Maya Mopan, the Mayan village on the outskirts of 
	Belmopan.  Not only working on reaching them for Christ, but finding ways for them to 
	provide for their families.
6. Pray for our young people as they seek to establish discipleship groups in their high schools
	and university campus.  Pray for me as I connect deeper to the university campus and 
	connect to young men and women that we can lead to Jesus, disciple and raise up as
	reproducible disciples.
7. Pray also that the Lord would lead us to young married couples that we are able to reach
	and disciple as well.  
8. Pray for the Lord to give us wisdom and direction to accomplish the goals that He has
