We are so grateful for the financial 
	and prayer partners we have now.  Please agree with us that more individuals and churches will have it on their 
	hearts to support us monthly.
2. Reproducible Disciples:  Pray for continued church growth with new Believers being raised up to become 
	reproducible disciples.  Our Thursday Night Net Group is growing rapidly and we are placing young leaders in 
	charge of subgroups within the larger group.  A process of releasing great leaders.
3.  Leaders:  Pray that we would be great stewards of those God has entrusted to us and raise up powerful leaders.  
	Leaders to touch this nation for the gospel.  We are half way through our leadership development Net Group.  
	This group will multiply in 13 weeks into two or three Net Groups and make up the leadership of those groups.  I 
	am so pleased and proud of the leaders we have here at LifeNet.  They are so hungry to implement what they are 
	being taught.
4.  Checking Account: As our church is developing, it is now important to open a church account to receive the tithe 
	and offerings of the church.  Well, due to some paper work issues with the government about the original    
	documents for the denomination, established over seven years ago, we are unable to open an account.  Pray that 
	these issues will be solved quickly so that we are able to open an account.
5. Ministry Mini-Bus:  Our growth has outpaced our 12 seat van.  We are looking to buy a 21 seat mini-bus.  We are
	using it to pick up and drop off people mostly on Sundays and Thursdays.  We will also use it for mission teams.  
	Pray for a reliable vehicle and a dependable person within our church body to drive it.  We will still use the van for 
	ministry purposes as well.  The mini-bus will cost about $5000 US. 
6. Organizing the Church:  Pray as we are at the stage to create healthy administrative functions with the church.  
	From a church secretary, treasurer, church council to a solid nursery and ushers.  We are growing so quickly – we 
	want to make sure that we are placing the right people in places of authority and they embrace the vision and 
	values of LifeNet. 
7. December Outreach:  We will celebrate Christmas with a morning of food and utilizing all the great gifts that God 
	has placed within our body.  Pray as our members invite their unchurched friends – that they experience the love of 
	Christ within our midst and church family that is real, authentic and loving.
8. Mission Teams:  We have one mission team coming this summer and perhaps two or three more.  Pray as we touch 
	this nation together with the love of Jesus.
9.  Commonwealth Agenda: A human rights group is targeting Belize as the first of over 80 British Commonwealth 
	countries to overturn the Sodomy laws.  As you well know from the USA, that is the first step to 
	homosexual marriages, foster care and same-sex adoptions.  A UK newspaper had an article communicating the 
	broad agenda.  With a victory in Belize, they plan to file a suit in about 4 nations a year until they overturn the laws 
	in each country.  On December 3rd, the community of churches across the nation of Belize are expecting 20,000 
	Believers to gather at the supreme court to hold a peaceful rally communicating that we desire for the morals of 
	Belize to stay intact and not to bend to international pressure. Please pray that the Belizean courts will honor the 
	founders wishes that is expressed within the constitution of this nation.
