Our God has given us victory over the power of the enemy.  Pray for us as we minister to the people of Belmopan.  Pray for total deliverance over the power of the enemy.  Pray as we equip our new Believers with the tools to overcome the tactics of the enemy.

What God is doing with our church here: LifeNet
Last month was such a fruitful month.  We have seen 4 salvations.  What is so awesome is to watch these young Believers grow so quickly in the Lord.  You can see their lives changing daily.  We are meeting with about six of them on Thursday night and discipling them.  Our largest service has been 28 people and we are ministering to about 30-35 people.   Two weeks ago, I taught on worship and last Sunday it seemed we took worship up a notch.  Everyone entered in and worshipped the Lord.  We spend a lot of time with these young Believers coming over and ministering to them personally and individually.  This month we will have our first baptism.  We expect 4-8 people will be baptized.  The baptism will happen at the river (See pic at left).  We will have a picnic out there and celebrate what the Lord is doing.  We will begin taking the church through a discipleship process starting in about 2 weeks.  We were also so blessed to have my parents come visit and my mom blessed our church in song.  It’s been a fruitful month, can’t wait to see what God is going to do this month.
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YESSSSS! Our good missionary friends Reuben and Beth found some Dr. Pepper in Belize.  It only comes in about every 6 months and is about $1.50 US a can, but it was gooooood.

If you will, a net.  Our cell groups will be called NET Groups.   We will reach out to Belmopan and beyond as a net and see people saved, discipled and raised up as reproducible leaders.  LifeNet!
